What is the Shenington 24 hour Race?
24 hour pedal car races are nothing new.

In fact, the sport owes its origins to 24 hour salsetween teams of apprentices back in the 1960’s.

There has always been a 24 hour race on the BRtglal Car Championship calendar but from 2008 casmbe event
has moved to the superb 595m Shenington Kart Giebitnear Banbury.

The concept is simple and very similar to 24 h@arts car racing: 1 car, six drivers, and 24 hoordock up as many
laps as possible.

For the fast teams at the front, the idea is totiwnevent or their class.

But to many, the challenge is simply to finish thee and have a great time.

Some teams get themselves sponsored for the eweiittr@ally is a great way to do something a bfedent whilst
raising money for your school, youth club, scoutugr or favourite charity.

Teams of all different ages and abilities race thge on the same circuit at the same time.

Car Specification and Rules
All the rules are available in the BFPCR rule badkch can be found on line atww.pedalcars.info
If you would like a copy then please get in toucbntact details at the end of this document).

The rules set out the minimum safety standardshiciwthe car must comply, together with the leading
dimensions and the lighting requirements.

There are no rules concerning how long any pasdradifiver may drive for, how many laps must be clatgul
before a pit stop, what tyres must be used, or edech parts of the body may or may not be useubtwer the
car.

In fact, give or take a few constraints, it is ayvepen formula and there are no “fake” rules destto
manufacture the racing in any one direction or la@otvhat so ever.
It is refreshingly simple: The car must be powesektly by the muscle power of a single driver.

There are sometimes cars available to borrow or he for individual races such as this.
Please feel free to get in touch with the race orgeers to see if any are available if you
would like to enter but cannot build your own machnery!

Classes

There are six classes in pedal car racing, alis@p&ircuit space so the safe lapping of back nrariea skill
that the faster drivers must acquire.

PC1l. Openclass - 6 drivers per car in 24 hour races in él other races)
All cars automatically qualify for PC1 and it isetbars at the head of this class which usuallyt figh
out for the overall win.

PC2: Under 16’'s - 6 drivers per car in 24 hour races in(B0 hour races, 4 in all other races)
All drivers must have been born on or after 1/98 8r the car to qualify for this class during 201
The cars are usually very similar in appearandbdse racing in PC1 but they tend to be builttiellit
more robustly to cope with the increased numbelrieer changes and the less sympathetic treatment
that teenage drivers can sometimes dish out taganachinery.
Quite often the lead PC2 oultfits will be in amonipst top six overall come the end of the race.

PC3: Under14's - 6 drivers per car in all races
All drivers must have been born on or after 1/98 ¢or the car to qualify for this class during 201
The cars are often lighter and generally haveetedimewhat smaller for obvious reasons!
Most of the cars in this class do not run aerodyndiodywork — the drivers change over far morerofte
and do not reach the higher speeds of PC1 and @&@dgdy shell would generally seen as a hindrance.

PC4. Under12's - 6 drivers per car in all races
All drivers must have been born on or after 1/0@€br the car to qualify for this class during 201
These cars are generally very basic, unfairedaaridjht as possible.

PCP: Pairs - 2 drivers per car only
Self-explanatory. This is the one for nutters!

PCF. Female teams - All drivers must be female. (Nundbe@lrivers depends on age range)
Also self-explanatory.

*Please note:

Due to safety considerations, PC3 and PC4 cars stbptween the hours of 12pm and 6am during 24 hour
races.



The Race Weekend

The circuit is 595m long and runs clockwise.
